According to UNICEF roughly 160 million
children were subjected to child labour at the beginning of
2020, with 9 million additional children at risk due to the
impact of COVID-19. This accounts for nearly | in 10
children worldwide. Almost half of them are engaged in
hazardous work that directly endangers their health and
moral development.

The term 'child labour' is defined as work that
deprives children of their childhood, their potential and
their dignity, and that is harmful to physical and mental
development.

According to the ILO, there are around 12.9
million Indian children engaged in work between the age
of 7 to 17 years old.-When children are employed or are
doing unpaid work, they are less likely to attend school,
trapping them in the cycle of poverty. Those children are
especially vulnerable and are often exploited by trafficker
who force the boys and girls to work for very low wages
or nothing atall.

The Indian government enforced a law against
child labour in 1993 prohibiting dangerous work or
activities that could harm the mental, spiritual, moral or
social development of girls and boys under the age of 8.

Pulwama Artack

"14 February,2019" is known as "Black Day" for India.40 CRPF soldiers travelling in a convoy to Srinagar, were
killed just before Srinagar at a place named Lethapur (village in Pulwama district). A bomb maker of Pulwama 'Mohammed Umar
Farooq' was carrying [ED bomb in the car and took the car near the convoy carrying 40 CRPF soldiers, blasted it and those
soldiers were killed on the spot.After the Pulwama attack the NIA (National Investigation Agency) started its investigation.They
found that it was a well planned criminal conspiracy hatched by Pakistan-based leadership of terrorist organisation Jaish-e-
Mohammed. The NIA dispatched 12 member team who were working with Jammu and Kashmir police.The training of explosives
took place between 2016-2017. In 2019 the explosives including RDX were brought into the valley of Pakistan over a period of
few months on new moon nights. The explosives were sneaked in from across the borders on the nights where there would be
no moon.This is a strategy that is used by the infiltrators where in they wait for dark nights.A terrorist 'Sajjad Ahmed Bhat'
purchased a Maruti ECO car for the purpose of carrying out the IED attack. This attack was planned in the morning of 6th
February, 2019 but, because of the heavy snowfall, the National Highway was closed for sometime, the NIA Official said that the

attack got postponed to [4th
February, 2019 when the National
Highway opened.The suicide bomber
drove on to the highway and carried
out the attack in the car. This
investigation took one year to solve
the case. 12 terrorists who were
involved were killed. After this Jammu
and Kashmir police decided that the
civil cars would not be allowed to
move on the national highway while
the Convoys are travelling. An Act
was passed "Unlock Full Activities
Prevention Act" for those who stir up
terrorism. A beautiful book is
written on Pulwama case, "The Lover
Boy from Bhawalpur" by an officer.
